Vetoseal XW771 is designed to be applied by a brush or 
a low-pressure spray in 2 to 3 flood coats (for maximum 
performance). Treating tiles by immersing them in silane-
siloxane solutions may slightly reduce the tile bonding 
properties (because it relies on absorption of adhesive 
paste to bond).

Preparation
Surfaces about to be treated with Vetoseal XW771 must be 
structurally sound and free from loose materials, grease, 
oils, or other contaminants. If contamination is present, 
we recommend removing it by grit blasting and using an 
industrial chemical degreaser. Repair cracks or holes using 
a standard Saveto repair system (and allow it to cure before 
proceeding).

Application
Apply Vetoseal XW771 as a continuous flood coat using 
either a soft brush or a low-pressure spray at the correct 
coverage rate (4 - 6 m2/ltr.). Two to three flood coats are 
sufficient for best performance (leave 4 - 6 hours between 
coats).

Cleaning
Clean equipment & tools using Vetonit Solvent XX400 
immediately after use. Use mechanical means (like a wire 
brush) to remove residue & cured material.

Limitations
1.	 Water Pressure Testing: Vetoseal XW771 cannot undergo 

high-water pressure testing. Instead, it is recommended 
to apply it manually or using a garden spray for testing 
purposes.
